These are the final words of the apostle Paul. Here he teaches How to finish strong (в силе)! In general terms, one could summarize his thought in this letter and in this section in three timeless statements. 

a)Fulfill your ministry, using all God has given you _unhyp faith, gift of God, Spirit of power, love, sound mind, plus Gospel of Christ, sound words of Paul, All Scrip.

A)Fulfill your ministry knowing that Christ is going to judge.

b)Fulfill your ministry according to desires of Christ Jesus, and not men. 

IN chapter 4:1-5 Paul gives Seven Final Instructions. He reveals Christ’s desires for ministry, the standard by which every preacher will be judged, but also man’s desires, by which no preacher should be swayed. God wants us to fulfill this ministry according to the desires of Jesus and not men. From these instructions we have a brief pattern for ministry—you can evaluate to know whether your ministry is pleasing to Jesus Christ. Look at these 7 final instructions of Paul, which reveal the unchanging standard for the servant of the Lord, and (оцените) evaluate your ministry.

4:1 FULFILL your ministry, Knowing that Christ is going to judge—Here Paul reminds us of the (срочности) Urgency of our ministry

*Meaning and significance of ‘I solemnly command’=serious and urgent command.

· Ctxt vs: Paul immediately says ‘in presence of God and Christ’ and speaks of judgement, then gives commands. ‘I solemnly charge’ should influence Timothy’s response—he should understand there will be consequences for disobedience. 

· Ctxt ltr: 2:14 Timothy is to ‘solemnly charge’ those he teaches—warning against arguing over words. 

· Ctxt PE: 1Ti 5:21. IN each case, it assumes the possibility that the hearer may disobey. The solemn charge is given to influence hearer to obedience. 

· Ctxt NT: Freq term in Acts—Note esp 10:42, 18:5,6, 20:21,23,24. In each case, the idea is more than merely testifying. Xlate ‘solemnly charge, or solemnly testify’ where solemn means, acc to Dict, ‘made in fitting legal form’ as one does in courtroom—no joke, very serious. But not a matter of tone of voice (Paul does it in letter), it is a matter of words. 

· CONC: Paul is making clear the seriousness and the urgency of His last instructions that deal with how Tim must use his gift of God to fulfill his ministry. After these words, Tim has no excuse before God if he does not devote himself to this task to the end of his life. Time is running out for Paul. Tim should live knowing time is running out for him too and soon he will be called to give an account before Jesus Christ. 

*Meaning and significance of ‘about to judge’=soon, certain, unexpected announcement of verdicts, righteous decisions made in accordance to His word

· To judge: a)to make a decision (looks at process of thinking), b)to announce or make known a decision (looks at result of thinking process) c)to separate (looks at consequence of announcement for those involved). Process in court is hear testimony, then deliberate (Think) >>then reach a verdict>>then announce verdict>>then carry out verdict and separate

· Ctxt vs: 4:8 Christ righteous Judge—looks at result for those who loved apprg.

· Paul is reminding Tim of the Righteous Judge Christ Jesus who will soon make known His verdicts concerning all, and with Him present Tim is to receive these commands understanding who will ultimately judge his work. 

· Ctxt Scrip: 1Cor 3:10-15 Tim’s work will become clear

1)He will soon reveal His verdict concerning the living and dead

—Living=those alive when He comes, Dead=those who died before His coming. I.e. all the world—everyone who has ever lived. 

How will He judge? He will be faithful to His word 2:11-13—If we died w Him we will live w Him! 

2)He will soon to reveal His verdict concerning His appearing

Day 1:12,4:8. He will be faithful to His word. He knows His own. If we deny Him, He will deny us. 

3)He will soon to reveal His verdict concerning His kingdom

Destination 2:10. He will be faithful to His word. 2:12 if we endure we will reign w Him!

Use the remaining time, knowing your work will become clear in that Day.   

4:2 Fulfill your ministry according to His desires and not man’s. 

Overview: In v2 we find the First 3 of 7 Final Instructions revealing the unchanging desire of Christ for your ministry. In vv3-4 we find an explanation that reveals man’s desires and the ожидаемый expected response to your ministry. Then in v5 we find the final 4 of 7 instructions revealing the unchanging desire of Christ for your ministry.  

1)Preach the word

 (What did you do? Preach the word?). Mng and significance of ‘preach’. 

2)Be ready in season and out of season

 (when did you do this? continually?) Mng and significance of ‘be ready’ = “available to God to be used by Him to preach the word?” OR “standing upon” the word. Mng and signif of ‘in season, out of season’. Three views:

VIEW1)

be continually ready to preach the word, even if from your perspective, it is not the right ‘season’ or time

· I.e. Christ’s desire: preacher READINESS regardless of preacher CONVENIENCE. 

· Ill by (чем) Man’s court, accusation: “got a sermon ready this morning? No? You are not serving acc to the desires of Christ. 

· Ill from Lord’s court, defense: “Lord, I always had a sermon in my pocket even when I was on vacation, and never entered the house of God unprepared to preach the word”

VIEW2)

2)continue preaching the word, even if from your perspective, it is not the right ‘season’ or time for you—

· I.e. Christ’s desire: preacher STEADFASTNESS despite or regardless of preacher CONVENIENCE: 

· Ill from Lord’s court, defense: “Lord, I was constantly occupied with preaching even though it wasn’t convenient for me or my family” 

· Ill from Man’s court, accusation: “how can you go on vacation, when God says”

VIEW3)

3)continue to preach the word, even if from hearers perspective, it is not the right ‘season’ or time не приемлемо—

· I.e. Christ’s desire: preacher PERSISTENT настойчивость. На-вый. despite hearer ACCEPTANCE: 

· Ill from Lord’s court, defense: “Lord, the focus and method of my ministry never changed, I kept preaching Your word even when many walked away and didn’t want to hear it anymore”

· Ill from Man’s court, accusation: “some of our members have left. You changed the focus of the ministry from preaching the word in order to get them back:” заменили проповедь ев. На что увлекательные, захватывающие душещипательные истории (ради проб. Ушедших)
>Context of verse: ‘season’ in v3!

>Context of letter: theme of standing against, and steadfastness, suffering rejection but preaching the same gospel unashamed.. Example of Paul. 

>Context of Scripture: Use of term. Example of Christ. One other use of same term, same form, Jer 46:14-Stand fast, take a stand. Similar exx’s: Luke 20:1 ‘confronted’, Acts 4:1 ‘came upon’, 17:5 ‘attacked’. 

Either ‘Stand Firm’ or ‘take a firm stand’ independent of hearer response. 

3)Reprove, Rebuke, Exhort with all longsuffering and teaching

 (how did you do it? Use all resources to convict sinners, to correct sinners, to counsel sinners.) Mng and signif of ‘reprove’. ‘rebuke’. ‘exhort’ ‘all longsuffg’. ‘All teaching’

4:3-4 Fulfill your ministry according to His desires and not according to man’s. 

Many will judge your ministry according to their own desires and will walk away. Endure this suffering of ministry, knowing your work will become clear in that Day (Cor 3). Here, man’s desires are revealed.

1)don’t want to hear sound teaching

4:3a). ‘sound doctrine’: 1Tim1:10, 6:3, 2Ti1:13, Tit 1:9, 2:1, Christ’s teaching entrusted to Paul.

2)do want to hear other teaching

4:3b) ‘heap up’ собрать в кучу collect, accumulate.

4:5 Fulfill your ministry according to His desires. 4 more final Instructions showing the unchanging standard for your ministry.

4)be sober in all things

Acc to Spirit of sound mind--know what’s ahead on the path 3:1ff, know it will get worse, Know Christ will judge(4:1). Know His desires(4:2) Know man’s desires(4:3-4) and don’t be swayed from the task by them. Abide in what you’ve learned! Stay in the word 3:15-17 and Preach it!
