EHOVAH GOD is interested in having

people know him. Though he is invis-
ible to human eyes, he provides various
ways by which they can know his per-
sonality. They can know what to expect
from him and what he expects of them.

One can come to understand that Je-
hovah is a God of surpassing wisdom by
observing crcation. This also reveals the
loving care with which he designed things
for man's welfare and enjoyment. A
second way te know God is through his
Word of truth, the Bible, Herein one finds
the full expression of Jehovah's purpose
toward mankind—why man is on the earth
and the blessings that God has in store.

A third way of coming to know Jeho-
vah God is through his representatives. In
ancient times he sent prophets as his spe-
cial messengers. While these men foretold
things to come, they also served the peo-
ple by telling them of God's will for them
at that time, often also warning them of
dangers and calamities. People today can
view the creative works. They have at
hand the Bible, but it i little read or un-
derstood. So, does Jehovah have a proph-
et to help them, to warn them of dangers
and to declare things fo come?

IDENTIFYING THE “PEOPHET”
These questions can be answered in the
affirmative. Who is this prophet? The cler-
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gy of the so-cailed
“Christian™ nations hold
themselves before the
__‘; > people as being the ones
b commissioned to speak
for God. But, as pointed
out in the previous issue
of this magazine, they
have failed God and
failed as proclalmers of
his kingdom by approv-
ing a man-made political
organization, the League
of Nations (now the
United Nations), as “the political expres-
sion of the Kingdom of God on earth.”

However, Jehovah did not let the peo-
ple of Christendom, as led by the clergy,
go without being warned that the League
was a counterfeii substitute for the real
kingdom of God. He had a “prophet” to
warn them. This “prophet” was not one
man, but was a body of men and women.
It was the small group of footstep follow-
ers of Jesus Chrisf, known at that tme
as International Bible Students. Today
they are known as Jehovgh's Christian
witnesses, They are stil proclaiming a
warning, and have been joined and as-
sisted in their commissioned work by hun-
dreds of thousands of persons who have
listened to their message with belief,

Of course, it is easy fo say that this
group acts as a “prophet” of God It is
another thing to prove it. The only way
that .ihis ¢an be done is to review the
mcorﬂ. What does it show?

During ‘the World War I period this
group, the International Bible Students,
was very .active in preaching the good
news of God's kingdom, as their Leader
Jesus Christ had set this work before them
in his prophecy at Matthew 24:14. They
took literally Jesus' words to the Roman
governor Pontius Pilate: “My kingdom is
no part of this world.,” (John 18:36) They
also took to heart Jesus' words to his fol-

God used holy men to write the Bible, and gave
them an understanding of what he wished them to
write, by giving them special visions and revelations
of his will and purpese. This special revelation of
his will and purpose is ealled ‘‘inspiration’’, and is
mentioned by Peter as follows: *“The prophecy eame
not in old time by the will of man: but holy men of
God spake as they were moved by the holy spirit.”
—2 Pet, 1:21,

These holy prophets were used by God to foretell
his purpose and his work, as well as certain events
that pertained to God’s people who lived in the days
when the propheeies were made, and also to his people
who would live in the future. They forctold many
things that had fulfilment at the first advent of the
Lord, and many other things that are now in process
of fulfilment and will be fulfilled in the near future,
The many fulfilments of these prophecics at the first
advent, which arc now faets recorded in history, prove
beyond any question that the men who uttered these
prophecies were God's holy prophcts and had the
divine approval. Yet there are men in our day who
dare to sneer at and critieize these prophets,

In addition to the Old Testament prophets, Jesus
and the apostles were likewise prophets, because they
gave to us a message from Jehovah God and foretold
many events to occur at the second advent of the
Lord. Sinee the Bible was completed, this special
*‘ingpiration’” from God through visions and vevela-
tions has ceased, for the reason that it is no longer
neecssary. To one who has a proper faith in God and
his Word, the Bible is sufficient. He docs not need
spéecial revelation to bolster up his faith. Anyone who
lacks faith in God’s Word, and necds some special
demonstration or evidence that God is true, eannot
be pleasing to God. God is testing the faith of his
own people mow, their faith in his Word and the
promises recorded therein,

Many professed people of God lack a proper faith,
and are constantly secking some outward signs or
evidences of divine approval and acceptance. The
apostle mentions these as follows: “‘The god of this
world heth blinded the minds of them which belicve
wot, Jest the light of the glorious gospel of Chuist
+ . . should shine unto them.”” (2 Cer. 4:4) Jesus
rebuked his disciples for their lack of faith, saying:
“Q fools, and slow of heart to belicve all that the
prophets have spoken!” (Luke 24:25) CGod is dealing
with his people now ‘‘according to their faith'’; and
& person who must depend upon his cmotions or up-
on spiritistie, hypnotic or mesmerie revelationy in
order to know what the will of Cod is has no proper
or aceeptable faith in the revealed Word of God;
and so Satan uses spiritism, mesmerism and other
ocenlt deceptions to blind his mind to the truth,

Those agents of Satan who use thess methods of de-
ception to blind the minds of the Lord’s people are
called false prophets.

The Bible is sufficient and needs no outside sapport
or signs to demonstrate its truthfulness. Paul §ays:
“The holy seripturcs are able to make thee wise unto
salvation, through faith which iz in Christ Jesus.’
‘All seripture inspired by God is profitable for doc-
trine, for reproof, for correction, for instruetion in
righteousness: that the man of God may be perfeet,
thoroughly furnished unto every pood work,’ If this
text is true, then any man who denies any portion
of the inspired Word is a false prophet.

Some parts of the Bible arc not inspired, however.
Satan’s words to mother Eve, of eourse, are not in-
spired, The words of the hypecritieal seribes and
Pharisces are not inspired. The words of the three
men who aceused Job are not inspired, neither are
the words of the prophets of Baal, the enemics of
Israel, nor of Pilate, Hered, or these men and women
who were possessed of demons, The text just quoted
says: *‘All seripture inspired of God is profitable.’
It is the inspired seriptures that were written by holy
men. It is thesc seripturcs that henor and magnify
the name of Jehovah God; they harmoniously pro-
claim his attributes; they contain no eontradictions ;
they correctly state God's law or rule of action : and
every prophetic uticrance found in these inspired
seriptures is sure of fulfilment.

Since the Bible was completed, and “inspiration’
is no longer necessary, & true prophet is one who is
faithfully proelriming what 4s written in the Bible.
Such a one is declaring that 1he Rible is the Word of
God, and that it is true and contains no eontradie-
tions. He is constantly telling the people of a ecoming
kingdom of righteousness which will bless all the fam-
ilics of earth, both living and dead.

Since the Bible was completed, and speeial “in-
spiration”’ is no lenger neecssary, o false prophet is
one who denics that the Dible is the Word of God;
denies that it is inspired; denies the viegin birth of
dJesug; denies the nccessity for the death of Jesus;
denics the story of creation, sin, and the fall. These
fulse prophets seizc upon some new-found fossil ro-
mains, some old bones recently dug up, and try their
best to underming faith in the Bible and to give the
lie to the same by proclaining some wild theory or
guess of their own, and theu call these guesses by
the high-sounding name of “‘seicnec?”,

But it may be asked, How arc we to know whether
ohe s a true or a false prophet? There are at legst
three ways by which we can pogitively deeide: (1)
If he is a true prophet, hig will come to pass
cxactly as proplesied. If he is a false prophet, his
praphicey wi 0 come -

to come o pass, This rule is laid
down by Ged himself, through Mosea, as follows: *If
thou say in thine heart, How shall we know the word

which the Lord hath #of spoken? When a prophet
gpeaketh in the name of the Lord, if the thing follow
not, ner come to pass, that is the thing whick the
Lord hath not spoken, but the prophet hath spoken
it presumptuously,”*—Dent, 18: 21,22,

{2) Any prophet whose message tends to tum
people egainst God and his Word or to plant doubts
in their hearts, or who denies or eontradiets the Word
of God, is a false prophet. In Deuteronomy 13:5 are
these words: ‘“That prophet , .. shall be put to
death ; beenuse he hath spoken to turn you away from
tho Logp your God.””

(8) Al God’s holy prophets have been, and still
are, persecuted for their faithfulness in telling the
message God has given them to tell, while the false
prophets have never yet been persceuted. The reagon
for this iv obvious. God's holy prophets foretell the
destruction of all false prophets, the destruction of
all wickedness and of aoll wicked people. Of course,
this arouses the anger of the false prophets’ father,
the Devil; and he instigates all manner of porsecu-
tion egainst God’s prophets, and wses his dupes to do
the persecnuting. God’s prophets never persecute any-
body, not even their enemies, All persecution is of
Satan,

Judged by these three tests, Moses, Samucl, Job,
Isaiah, Jeremiah, Ezekiel, and all the minar prophets
of tho Old Testament, as well a8 Jesus and the apes-
les, were true prophets. Lvery one of these uttered
prophecies which have already come true, and others
which are to be fulfilled in the near future. Every
on¢ of them magnified the name of Jehovah God;
every one of them believed in the Bible as the Word
of God and henored and reverenced the same, and
taught others to do likewise, They stood like adamant
against the heathen gods and the deetrines and theo-
rieg of men; and without exception they were perse-
cuted for giving out their message.

The conclusion, thercfore, is irresistible that they
were God’s holy prophets. The difference between a
truo and a false prophet is that the one is speaking
the word of the Lord and the ether is_speaking his
own dreams and guesses. This iz most emphatically
stated in Jercmiah 23:95.32, which reads: “*I have
heard what the prophets said, that proplesy lics in
my name, saying, I have dreamed, T have dreamed.

Be-
hold, I am against them that prophesy falsc dreams,
saith the Lord, . . . and eause my people to err by
their lies, and hy their lightness; yet I sent them not,
nor sommanded them,’*

The true prophet of God foday will be telling forth
what the Bible teaches, and those things That the Bi-
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ble tells us are soon to come to pass, e will not be
sounding forth man-made theorics or guesses, either
his own or those of others. Ie will be tclimyg forth
the good news of the eaming kingdom of Christ, which
will bless all the families of the earth. Why will he
be telling of this kingdom? The answer is, Because
2ll God's holy prophets spoke of it, including Jesus
and hig apostles.

In the New Testament, and in our day, the word
“‘prophet’” has a thought similar to that of our word
‘teacher’’, in the sensc of & public expounder, Ilcnce
when the term **false prophet’’ is used, we shall get
the eorrect thought if we think of a false teacher,
The fulse prophets or teachers of our day are reforred
to in the New Testament as “‘antichrists’’, for the
reason thot the word ‘“antichrist'’ means **againgt
Christ”. Every person who denies the statements of
Jesus or of the holy prophets is against Christ, be-
eanse he is teaching that which iz against the truth,
againgt Christ and against Jchovah Gad.

The false prophcts of our day are the financial,
political and clerical prognosticators, They assume to
foretell future events; but their dreams or gucsses
Tever come true, and ate always contrary to the teash-
ings of God’s holy prophets. Let us noto some ex.
amples of false teachings which are coutrary to the
teachings of Jesus and his aposties and which are
put forth by the tlirce classes just mentioned ; namely,
politieians, clerics and finaneiers,

With united voice they declare that the world is
getting better and will continue to get better untif
Christ comes. Now note what Cod’s loly teachers or
prophets say on this subjeet. These deelare that the
world will get worse and worse, and that Christ wiil
come for the purpese of couverting the wortd, In
1 John 2:38 we read: **Little children, it is the last
time; and as ye have heard that antichrist shall eome,
even now are there many antichrists; whereby we
Imaow that it is the last time,’? This text tells us that
in ““the last time’’ the world will be filled with anti-
ehrists, This heing true, of course it will not be con-
verted, as the false teachers elaim.

Again, in 1 Timothy 4:1,2 we read: “Now the
spirit speaketh expressly, that in the latter times some
shall depart from the faith, giving heed to seducing
spirits, and dectirines of devils; speaking lies in
hypoerisy ; having their conseienee scared [as] with
o hot iron.”? Again, in 2 Timothy 3:1-5 is the fol-
lowing statement: ““This knew also, that in the last
days perilous times shall eome. For men shall be
lovers of their own sclves, eovetous, bonsters, proud,
blasphemers'”; and then follows a iong list of other
sing which will prevail in the last days. This text
proves again that those men who forctell things out
of harmony with the Bible statcments are false
prophets.

MISCONCEPTIONS -
The subject of Armageddon is much mis-
understood and that not only by extrem-
ists. Its importance is so little appreclated
that a modern book on theology more like-
1y than not will fail to make any reference
to it. Even in certain voluminous Bible
dictionaries and encyclopedias one looks in
vain for any listing of it.
Then there are some, such as Allen P.
Wikgren, chairman of the New Testament
department of the University of Chicago,

rected, regardless of who had offered the interpretation.
Loyalty to God and to his inspired Word was the issue
here to be met, So, as an illustration of the loyalty
required, even if a fleshly son should offer a wrong
mterpretatlon of divine prophecy and should persist
in it, like a false prophet, then his own fleshly parents
in their loyalty to God would have nothing further to do
with him on a religious basis. Christian parents eould
not do as under the Mosaic Law covenant, namely,
have him put to death; but they could pronounce him
spiritually dead to themselves in spite of their parent-
hood of him physically, In this way, figuratively speak-
ing, they ‘“must pierce him through because of his
prophesying.” (Zechariah 13:3; compare Deuteronomy
13:1-5,) With their full consent, such a false prophet
would be expelled, disfellowshiped, from the Christian
congregation. By such loyaliy on the part of all mem-
hers of the restored remnant, the “prophet” of false-
hood would be made to puss out of their “lund.”

21 Yes, too, the “spirit of uncleanness” would thus be
made to pass out of their spiritual “land.” If that spirit
were an inspired expression of uncleanness by a would-
be prophet or was any tendency, trend, or inclination
to uncleanness, it would be disapproved and resisted
by the loyal ones. As a consequence any uncleanness
as to religious teaching or as to moral behavior would
be forced to pass out, under the driving force of God's
holy spirit. The God-given spiritual estate must be
maintained as a “land” where clean, Scriptural living
is carried on. Persons spiritually and morally unclean
must be disfellowshiped therefrom.—2 Corinthians 6;14
to T:1; compare Deuteronomy 13:6-18.

* Thus Jehovah foretold that his people, in their
“land” of restoration, would be so well instructed with
his Word and would be so loyal to Him and His true
prophecies that they would refuse to he friends and
intense lovers of any false prophet. If they did not kill
him, then they would discipline him and strike him
s0 hard in their indignation that visible wounds and
scars would result. Such marks on his person, yes, on
his breast which would be partly exposed, would betray
his identity in spite of the fact that he had-discarded
official garments that he had assumed to wear as a
bona fide prophet of Jehovah God. From whom had he
got such scar-producing wounds? From his intense
lovers, whether these were his own fleshly parents
or his intimate associates. However, their intense Ioyal-
ty to Jehovah as the God of true prophecy would be
stronger than their till-then intense love for a deceptive
prophet. They would place love of God and his inspired
Word above personal friendships with fleshly relatives
or associates. Such a course would cause ‘‘the prophets

become corrupt, vain and idolatrous, in proportion as they
had attained national distin&tion. This was in the days of
King Zedekiah; and the divine decree was expressed in the
words of the prophet: ¢ Thuos saith the Lord God, remove
the diadem and take off the crown : this shall not be the
same: exalt him that is low and abase him that is high. I
will overturn, overturn, overturn it ; and it shall be no more
until he come whose right it is, and T will give it him."'—
Ezek. 21: 24—27.

This overturning of the crown, or dominion, has been
accomplished. It was first turned over to Babylon, then
to Medo-Persia, then to Grecia, and then to Rome. The
character of these empires, as recorded on the pages of his-
tory, we have found to agree perfedily with the prophetic
descriptions, as portrayed in Nebuchadnezzar’s vision of

_the great image and in Daniel’s vision of the four beasts.

This overturned condition of Istael’s dominion was to con-
tinue until Christ, the rightful heir to the throne of Israel
and all the earth, who purchased it with his own precious
blood, would come and take control His, as we have
seen, will be the fifth universal empire of earth, the King-
dom of God under the whole heavens.

sage. (Ps. 91:1.9; Isa. 51:16) The fact that Ezekiel
survived the destruction of Jerusalem indicates that
gome of the remnant at least will be on the earth after
the destruction of Christendom.

TPhese scriptures support the conclusion that the

will seek out the remnant and will confess that God has
used the remnant to deelare his truth.
